Switching to program mode, allows your camera
to make some decisions for you, it will choose
the combination of shutter speed and aperture
but also puts three things in your control: the
flash, the ISO value, and the white balance.
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Aperture Priority

The camera allows you to select thperture
(Fstop F2.8 to F32) over the available range and
have the camera calculate the bestutter speed

[0 expose the image correctly. This is
Important if you want to controtiepth of field
or for special effects. Note that a shallow depth of
field is often very hard to achieve with digital
compact cameras, even at the largest aperture.
